“Tela por donde cortar”

Angel Delgado y Alonso Mateo provienen de una generacion de artistas cubanos caracterizada
por avivar el debate en la vida socio-politica y cuestionar los discursos oficiales en La Habana a
finales de los 80. Con una profunda conciencia critica e histérica, sus obras subvirtieron la
herencia estética desde la inconformidad y la polémica.

En la muestra bipersonal “Tela por donde cortar’” Delgado y Alonso Mateo exhiben juntos por
primera vez. El soporte comun en la realizacion de las obras son los textiles, trabajados de
maneras diferentes por cada uno de ellos.

Delgado, en su obra explora temas como las libertades del individuo, la migracién, los conflictos
sociales y los procesos de la propia creacién artistica. Como en obras anteriores, en esta
ocasion, Delgado ha utilizado materiales no convencionales que encuentra a su alrededor, en su
vida cotidiana.

Alonso Mateo, por su parte, explora a través de la alta costura los simbolos del poder social y los
objetos simbdlicos del éxito y la fama. Siguiendo un disefio de Alonso Mateo, sastres
profesionales intervienen en la confeccion de sus piezas textiles, las cuales adquieren su valor
como arte provocando una ruptura en los roles tradicionales entre creador y autor.

“Much to be said”

Angel Delgado and Alonso Mateo come from a generation of Cuban artists with a flair for bringing
alive the sociopolitical debates and question the political narratives promoted by Havana officials
in the late 80s. With a profound critical conscience and historical perspective, their works of art
subverted the aesthetic inheritance of nonconformity and controversy.

Presenting together for the first time, these two artists will be showcasing this exhibit though
fabric. “Much to Be Said” is a creative illustration by Delgado and Alonso Mateo whom have
produced this collaborating works in textiles, yet while working separately.

Delgado, in his artwork, explores individual liberties, migration, social conflicts and the personal
creative artistic process. Like in his previous works, on this occasion, Delgado uses
unconventional materials from his everyday surroundings.

Alonso Mateo, from his perspective, explores the symbols of societal power though high fashion,
and symbols of success and fame. Following Alonso Mateo’s design, professional tailors
intertwine textile pieces, which acquire their value as art, provoking a disruption in the traditional
roles between creator and author.
